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Dr. Clark received her Ph.D. in Kinesiology from the University of Wisconsin with a major emphasis on the motor skill development of infants and children, an area where she has made her scientific contributions for over thirty years.  She has co-edited seven texts in motor development, authored twenty-four book chapters and over fifty refereed journal publications.  She has presented over two-hundred scientific papers at national and international conferences and universities in ten countries.  Currently, her research focuses on sensorimotor adaptation in young children with Developmental Coordination Disorder.  Her research has been funded by the National Science Foundation and the National Institutes of Health.  In addition to her scientific contributions, Dr. Clark has also served as the elected leader of three national organizations in the field of kinesiology.
